On the field, the Engineers will square off
with the Lenaf All Star Team on Sunday
June 1 at 6 p.m. Italian time (noon Indiana
time). The contest will take place at
Zaccaria Stadium in Muggia.

The Engineers defeated Calvin 4-0 in the
opening behind a shutout with 13 strikeouts from
Derek Eitel. Michael Matsui added a pair of two-
run singles. The victory was Rose-Hulman’s first
baseball NCAA Tournament win.

Rose-Hulman dropped a 4-3 decision to
eventual regional champion Adrian College on
Thursday night, before falling 11-8 to the College of Wooster in a 13-
inning marathon. Matthew Johnson blasted a walk-off grand slam for
Wooster after the Engineers had claimed an 8-7 lead in the 13th frame.
Keenan Long smashed four hits, including two doubles, with two runs
scored to pace Rose-Hulman's offense.

The Engineers placed second in the Heartland Collegiate Athletic
Conference Tournament to earn their third trip to the NCAA Division I
Tournament as an at-large representative. Rose-Hulman had previously
made trips to the NCAA Tournament in 1992 and 1996.

Men’s Track and Field Wins First League Title Since 1989

The Rose-Hulman Institute of Technology
men’s track and field team earned its first league
championship since 1989 with the Heartland
Collegiate Athletic Conference title.

Thomas Reives highlighted the meet for the
Engineers by breaking the HCAC Championship
record in the triple jump with a leap of 46' 6" and
winning the long jump with a jump of 22' 5 3/4"

Reives also earned a pair of fourth place fin-
ishes in the high jump with a leap of 6' 5 1/2" and
100-meter dash in 11.32 seconds, as well as
being a member of the 4-x-100 relay team that
took second in the event.

Matt Repking captured a conference title by winning the 3000-meter
steeplechase in 9:38.54, besting second place by nearly 20 seconds.

Repking took third place in the 5000-meter run in 15:32.37 to con-
tribute another six points to the winning Rose-Hulman effort.

The Engineers fourth event win came from sophomore Michael
Burris who led a sweep for Rose-Hulman in the 110-meter hurdles,
winning the event in 15.13 seconds.

Softball Team Wins First HCAC Regular Season Title
Rose-Hulman claimed its first
Heartland Collegiate Athletic Conference
regular season championship and won a

school record 25 games this spring.

Jordan Goslee was named HCAC \
Pitcher of the Year after dominating league [
hitters during the conference campaign. 1

Seniors Katie Frey and Ashley
Montgomery join sophomore Brittany
Bernthold, freshman Kyla Lutz and Goslee
on the first-team all-conference squad.

The five all-conference honorees helped Rose-Hulman achieve a
school record with 25 victories this season. The 25-12 record featured
the first regular season conference championship in school history,
hosting rights for the HCAC Tournament and a school record 10-game
winning streak.
