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Eligibility: All eligibility rules apply as outlined in the Intramural Handbook. 
Game Location: All games are played in the Sports and Recreation Center Field House.
Players: There will be a Men’s and Women’s Singles league, Men’s and Women’s Doubles league, and Co-Ed Doubles league. 
Starting the game: The intramural staff member will conduct a captains’ meeting at the start of each match. This will involve a coin toss and a discussion on rules, boundaries and sportsmanship. The team that wins the coin toss at the beginning of the game will have first choice of serving or receiving.
Court: Singles- 44ft x 17ft; Doubles- 44ft. x 22ft.
Net: The net is set at 5ft. 1in. on the sides and 5ft. on the center of the court.
Rally: A rally is won when a shuttle is hit over the net and onto the floor of the opponent’s court. A rally is lost if the shuttle is hit into the net, or over the net but outside of the opponent’s court. A rally is also lost if the shuttle touches the player’s clothing or body, or if it is hit before it crosses over the net.
Serving: The server and receiver stand in the diagonally opposite service courts (always right hand at the start of the game) but therefore players may move anywhere on their side of the net. The server must obey laws designed to force underhand delivery of the serve, and the receiver must stand still until the service is struck.
Scoring: Only the serving side can score. Matches comprise of the best of three games. Each game will be played to 21 points. There is a 50 minute time limit for matches. If time has expired and each side has won a game, a third game will be played to 7. 
Side change: Players change ends at the end of a game.
