Constitution

Rose-Hulman Anime Society

ARTICLE I – NAME


The official name of this organization shall be the Rose-Hulman Anime Society (RHAS).

ARTICLE II – PURPOSE AND MISSION


The purpose of the RHAS will be to spread cultural awareness of Japanese society through the viewing of Japanese Animation.  The club will also serve as a public forum for people to discuss and trade tapes of Japanese Animation.  Typically once a week, the RHAS will show a set of Japanese Animation films while school is in session.  In addition, activities may be organized by the RHAS to help spread and expose the Japanese culture related to the animation viewed at these regular showings to the general populous of Rose-Hulman.  This will allow the students of Rose-Hulman to have access to this new growing form of art medium.  Quality animation films from other cultures may be shown to contrast art forms.  Absolutely NO commercially produced animation material will be copied and distributed.

ARTICLE III – MEMBERSHIP


All students and associates of Rose-Hulman are invited to the general showings of Japanese Animation.  These showing shall take place once a week.


A member of the RHAS will be defined as one who attends the meetings on a regular basis (50% attendance is minimum).


Those members who wish to participate more fully may attend committee meetings.  These members can receive voting rights for officer election and may voice opinions on what material shall be shown and what ought to be acquired.


Members having attended at least 11 meetings in the last two terms shall be eligible to run for office and to vote.  Three of these must be committee meetings.  Eligibility to vote grants a member one vote per topic at scheduled voting sessions.

ARTICLE IV – CLUB OFFICERS

Section 1 – The President

The duties of the President include governing over voting meetings, interacting with the student government, and ensuring a proper viewing area, and equipment and storage space for club materials.

Section 2 – The Vice President

The duties of the Vice President include assisting the president in his duties and taking over in his absence.  The Vice President is the club librarian, in charge of maintaining in order the club properties.

Section 3 – The Treasurer

The duties of the Treasurer include control of and disbursement of club funds and purchase of club material.  The Treasurer can suggest the implementation of dues.  If the vote is positive by a simple majority, it will be the treasurer’s duty to collect dues.

Section 4 – The Secretary

The duties of the Secretary include keeping track of membership/attendance, intra-club correspondence and campus announcements.

Section 5 – The Animation Selection Committee

The Animation Selection Committee shall review and decide on titles to acquire.  They shall also plan the order of what shall be shown.  The committee shall consist of five members.  The first member shall chair the committee, the other four officers will make up the rest.

ARTICLE V – ELECTIONS


Elections shall be held early in the spring term.  The five officers shall be nominated by a seconded nomination.  Nominations may be declined.  Officers shall be elected into office by a simple majority of those eligible to vote.  The new officers shall be instated two weeks after elections, unless the office is currently vacant.  All officers voted in to vacant positions shall take power immediately.


Any election that does not result in a majority vote shall be retaken with the top two candidates eligible for position.


Officer selection meetings outside general elections shall be scheduled and posted by the president at least five days in advance of voting date.

ARTICLE VI – MISCELLANEOUS

Section 1 – Amendments to the Constitution


This document may be amended at any time.  Agreement of 75% of voting membership and 3/5 of the officer corps is required for each alteration.  Notice of the proposal for changes to this document shall be submitted to the president.  This proposal shall be made known to the voting members at least one week in advance prior to the vote.  All changes will formally take effect one week after the decision.

Section 2 – Removal of Officers


Any officer may be removed from office by 75% vote from the Voting members.  A legitimate call for dismissal will result in a vote meeting determined at that time.  The office will be filled by majority vote at a special election at a meeting within two weeks.

Section 3 – Resignation of Officers


Should an officer choose to resign, two week notice should be given.  During this period, a replacement election will be held.

Section 4 – The Dissolution of the Club


The RHAS reserves the right to dissolve the club.  75% of voting membership and officer corps is required to dissolve the club.  Should the club be dissolved, all other unused monetary funds shall be submitted to SGA.  All animation material, on video, shall be donated tot he Student Union Video Room.  All other formats of animation material shall be donated to the Humanities Department Japanese Archive.  All other equipment shall be donated to Rose-Hulman Instructional Services.
