A successful program must allow the user to do ALL of the following.  Ability to:
· Use a configuration file that specifies the roles or responsibilities that can be performed and details weekly meeting times.
· Use a list of preferences and availabilities to generate a random monthly schedule. 
· Schedule each person no more than once for a given meeting. 
· Schedule individuals for only when they are available. 
· Display generated in a manner that is accessible. 
· Save generated schedule to a file that can later be read by the user.

Once your team completes the required features, you should try to complete as many of these additional features as time permits. Ability to:
· Generate random schedules for multiple months at a time.
· Schedule each person to perform different roles instead of repeating the same roles.
· Display generated schedule in an editable format.
· Display generated schedule as a customized web page.
· Keep a history of schedules that have been generated for review and comparison.

If your team completes all of the required and additional features above, then you can implement some of these bonus features. I’ll only award bonus points for these if all of the required and additional features are also implemented correctly.  Ability to:
· Schedule each person at least once before repeating a person. This gives every person a chance to get scheduled and no one is missed.  
· Schedule each person no more than once for a particular role before everybody who desires to perform that role is scheduled to do so. 
· Schedule some (specified) individuals in their own separate rotation (e.g., Rich and Tom should be scheduled to do announcements each month, while the other announcers keep a normal rotation for the remaining slots).  
· Accept personal calendars and not schedule individuals when they are not available.
Technical Requirements 							_________/25
A solid solution will honor the following technical constraints.  It must:
· Be a schedule generator that is usable by some real-world organization.
· Have an interactive component (changing configurations, schedule parameters, number of months for which to generate schedule, output format, etc).
· Have an intuitive GUI that is to use, e.g., I can use it without verbal instruction.
· Use multithreading in a natural way, for example, for minimizing constraints.
· Make non-trivial use of at least one data structure that isn't an array or ArrayList.
