Purpose: Practice writing pseudo code
Note: This is an individual assignment, but it uses artifacts your team is working on for the class project. You will need access to those artifacts and you will need to coordinate what you do on this assignment with the rest of your team.

What to do:

1. Keep track of the amount of time you spend on this assignment.

2.  As you did in HW 8 -- From the actual project you are working on as a team, gather the following:

a. The Supplementary Specification (in whatever its current condition is), and

b. The Use Cases (however many of those you have, in whatever condition they are in).

3.      Likewise, pick one use case from your project’s use cases.  Make it one which has some substance (i.e., length, and with at least one extension), like the example use cases.  Discuss also how you will do this as a team, so each team member selects a different use case.

4.   Sketch the various functions (via pseudo code) for this use case, using the format described in the book. As you are doing this, you might discover changes which need to be made to implement the use case or fix other problems. Document these for use in Step 6.

5.  Turn in what you did for item (4), above, in the drop box for this HW 10 assignment.  Don’t forget to note how long it took!

6.  Recommend to your team the enhancements / changes to the scenarios you have just discovered!
7.  Figure out how to include all the pseudo code the members of your team wrote, in a single file for your team’s use in the Project!
