1. What is a functional requirement?  How does that relate to the dictionary definition of “functional”?  How does it relate to the mathematical definition of a “function”?
2. Why does the use case stress the actions yield an “an observable result of value to a particular actor”? Aren’t there unobservable things going on, that also are important to document? What would we do if two actors were involved?
3. What are the advantages of using use cases to capture and organize requirements? Since use cases say something about “how” an activity is done, aren’t they really getting into solving the problem, too?
4. Why should developers be involved in writing use cases?  What happens if the customers write their own, without our help? (And on some projects, they do!)
5. What is a pre-condition and why should this be different from the event that initiates the use case?  Which one is this:  “The user has already logged-in to the system.”
6. What is a post-condition?  If you have alternate flows, won’t there be different post-conditions for those?
7. Why is it important to extend a use case rather than simply updating it? When would we simply update it?

9. What is your main “use case” for using a cell phone?  Would this mean you will want to buy the new iPhone?
10. (Ch 14) In the HOLIS case study, why did they make the ”Light Bank” an actor? What use cases could it “star” in?
11. (Ch 21) The authors have a nice discussion of what pre and post conditions mean and argue that post conditions should be true regardless of the path taken through a use case.  How would you achieve that strategy, when some of the alternative paths are error situations?
