What Is Expected of You

I expect your work to be handed in on time, in a neat and clearly explained format consistent with the departmental guidelines.  Messy work won't be accepted.  Be prepared to get a zero or rework an assignment if you don't meet these expectations.

Your work must be honestly done, individually where required, with credit given to the work of others when done in groups.  I encourage you to help each other with our work, but copying is not helping.  No sympathy or clemency for cheating and I will report any clear violations to the appropriate institute authorities.

Detailed Grading Policy

Your final grade has a number of compo​nents that are weighted as follows:

If you fail the final exam, or fail the project, you will fail the course regardless of the calculation above.

You must complete at least 1/2 of the homework prior to each test and earn at least 1/2 of the available homework points in order to receive any credit for your homework.  If you meet these criteria, your minimum grade will be 5% of the 10% available, scaled appropriately up to 10% maximum. I consider homework a critical part of the learning process, therefore it is very important for you to do all home works and to submit them  by the specified due date.
The homework grade for a given set is merely the sum of the individual problem grades. In class quizzes, tests, final exam are merely the sum of the individual problem grades.

Each student is responsible for saving all graded material that is turned back, in order to document their grade, in case of any error in my records.

Missing and Late Work

If you miss exams, class-work, the penalties for making these choices are:
