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Function of Valve Handle

On the right (Figure 1)is the view of the handle showing the side that contacts the valve body.  The circular cutout is there to clear a hex nut that is ½ inch across the flats of the nut.

In Figure 2A and 2B we see the handle in the “valve closed” position in which the handle is perpendicular to flow.  In Fig 2B the tab on the handle can be seen engaging the valve body.
