Multithreading

» A technique to:

- Run multiple pieces of code “simultaneously” on a
single machine
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- Run different parts of a program on different
_processor cores

Animation with Threads

» Example 1: A single object
o “Animate” it with button clicks (done)
o Animate it with a Timer

Timer timer = new Timer (50, animatorButton);
timer.start () ;

> Animate it by

using a thread public class R implements Runnable {

}

}

Wherever you want to start the Thread:

Animation with Threads

» Example 2: Multiple objects
- Use separate thread for each object’s “brain”

- Another thread asks Java to update the GUI

» Web servers: many users connecting

» Desktop applications:
> layout, spellchecking, auto-save, ...

» Scientific computing
» Weather forecasting
> ...

» What if a second thread’s action interferes the
first’s action?
