What was good?  

1. The text was an excellent choice.  The authors work for a turbomachine design and manufacturing company. 
2. Experience during sabbatical made inclusion of additional material easier.

3. Projection of photos and graphics enhanced lectures.

4. Substantial discussion of difficult homework helped students through humps and stressed the importance of the exercise.  

5. Class participation was more even.   

6. Secondary flow video was very helpful.     
What wasn't so good?  

1. Coverage was better, but the final placement of the durability, stability and design material is yet to be determined.    

2. There was too much time (almost 4 years) from the previous offering of the course.  
3. The instructor did not take advantage of some techniques that helped the first time. For example, the reading of the lengthy overview section was not distributed and reported by students.

Next Time I/We Plan to Modify the Course by Changing/Trying (five to ten sentences)


This course should be scheduled every other year.  There is insufficient interest at this point to offer it annually, but waiting 4 years is too much.  Go back to the distribution of the overview section with oral report.  Keep the structured, required participation model.  I need to be more deliberate in the placement of the introductory side topics.
