What was good?

Next Time I/We Plan to Modify the Course by Changing/Trying (five to ten sentences)



Provide more handouts earlier in the course.  Make sure the lab is equipped down to enough licenses.  Assign the paper first week with clear expectations.  Replace notch control with a Diophantine design and compare head-to-head with lead-lag.  Will probably have to delete the topic of Nyquist in order to fit in Diophantine
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
