Evaluation of the course:

What was good?  

The revised order of the material was a success. A couple of lab experiments were dropped and replaced by others due to resource limitations in the lab, and were received well by the students. What wasn't so good?  

Students stumble on the concept of process flow, and underestimate its importance in the fabrication process. More time should be spent on this in future courses.
