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What was good?  

The one-project-for-everyone worked well, and resulted in more successes for the students. The students also appreciated the project being weighted more heavily, and also more fully understood the ostensible disconnect between lecture and lab (project).
What wasn't so good?  

Finding the correct level of detail and depth for a multidisciplinary course continues to be a challenge. A review of some fundamental material may be in order.

Next Time I/We Plan to Modify the Course by Changing/Trying


As this course and the MEMS program continue to evolve, the topics in this course will continue to change, some of them spinning off into new courses themselves. As such, the course will best be revamped to be “Advanced Topics in MEMS”, a living, dynamic course with changing topics adjusted to suit the need/tastes of the students as the MEMS program expands. Next times installment will focus less on modeling and more on advanced photolithographic processes.
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
