Presentation Slides
For your presentation you will be limited to two Power Point slides. The following items are required:
 
1. Section Number, Team Number/Name, Team Member Names
1. A schematic (NOT a photo) of your final link design with pin-to-pin length, estimated mass, and cross-sectional area specified 
1. The free body diagram(s) you used in your analysis
1. Choice of pin holes for link
1. The expected value of the force in your link
1. The calculated factor of safety 

If you have room on the two slides you may also want to include your strategy for pin hole choice and/or link design. 
Written Reviews
Each team will be assigned two other team’s designs for review.  You will examine the posted presentation slides and develop at least two questions for each design.  (A minimum of four questions total.)
Your questions should focus on errors that have the potential to lead to the failure of the link
· Invalid assumptions
· Incomplete or incorrect free body diagrams
· Substantial errors in calculations 
· Significant errors in translating calculations to the final design

We are not interested in questions relating to presentation issues, such as “Why did you use so many/few significant figures?”, “Why did you leave out your strategy steps?”, “Why did you put the free body diagrams last?”, and so forth.  The presentations themselves will be graded by the instructors.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Questions should be submitted via ANGEL.  Log in to your section’s ANGEL site and go to the Lessons tab to find the submission form.  
In-class Reviews
Your instructor will bring a compilation of all of the section’s presentation slides to class, and set up the slides for projection.
When your team’s slides are projected your entire team will go to the front of the room and present your design to the class briefly (1 minute).  You will answer the questions posed by the two teams who reviewed your design.  (2 minutes each.) If time permits, your team will answer questions from other teams.  Then you sit down again.
While each team presents their design, all audience teams will complete a rating form predicting “SAFE” or “DANGEROUS” for that design. Each correct assessment earns the team 1 bonus point, each incorrect assessment subtracts 1 point.  You may also choose “No Prediction” which will not affect your project score.  You must turn in your team’s rating sheet at the end of the class hour.  If you wish, of course, your team can pre-review the posted materials to make a preliminary assessment about the design.
The rating form is posted on the web if you wish to examine it before the in-class review.
