Annotated Screen Layouts - Instructions for Presentations

The following information summarizes and recaps our class discussion.

· Time: Each presentation will last 15 minutes 

· Same basic participation guidelines as for capsules

· Everyone must participate equally etc

Presenter Instructions:

· Your audience are your potential clients

· You are making a pitch to convince them to hire your team to do the development
· You want to exude understanding and technical competence

· Format

· Introduce yourselves

· Read your one sentence problem statement

· Follow up with a deeper explanation of the problem

· Then describe your proposed solution
· Show and explain in detail 4-5 annotated screen shots

· Describe each one

· Point out important features

· Tie back to problem and proposed solution

· There is no code; no functionality

· End your formal presentation with a convincing conclusion

· Invite critique and questions from the audience

Audience Instructions: 

· Play the role of interested potential clients

· Does the problem make sense?

· Does the proposed solution address the problem?

· Is the proposed solution feasible?

· Do the screen layouts fit the proposed solution?

· Are the screen layouts workable? Aesthetically pleasing? Clear?

· Provide suggestions. Ask critical questions.
