Two Parts: Poster Presentation & Demo

Demo: 

Be prepared to show your project and invite other people to play with it.

Poster: This is a design project.

Use large posterboard (you can buy at the bookstore)


Cover it with information about your project


Make it VISUAL (easy to read from 5 feet away)


Lots of graphics.


Include explanatory text, but don’t make people have to read a lot.


Use color when appropriate.


Make it look professional


Differentiate it from everyone else’s poster.


Include the name of the project, your names, acknowledgements.

**Think of the whole posterboard as a  palette – consider the entire layout.


Be prepared to talk about your project! Some practice will go a long way!

Questions for thought:
What is the goal of your poster?

Who is your audience?

What makes a good poster or demo?
