The Department Heads must be able to define what majors can have a double major or double degree with the selected major being edited. Thus, the system must provide a way for the department head to specify which double majors and double degrees are acceptable.

	Brief Description
	This use case describes the procedure the department head goes through to define the majors that students can include as a double major with the selected major.

	Actors
	Department Head

	Basic Flow
	1. The Department Head logs in under their Department Head account and selects “Switch Between Course and Degree Editing” (see this specific use case) in the user interface from a button or menu item.

2. The Department Head then selects the degree program they wish to edit from the GUI and selects the “Edit Degree Program” (see this specific use case) option.
3. The Department Head then select the “Edit Acceptable Double Majors” option and is given a list of all majors currently on the system.

4. The Department Head can then select all the majors which he/she wishes to allow students to double major in while majoring in the currently selected major.

	Alternate Flows
	· There are numerous alternative routs to reach this command as the GUI is interactive.
· If the Department head chooses to allow a course as a double major which does not reciprocate that permission, the department head will be notified through a dialogue box. This action will still be allowed, however, because it may be desirable to allow students to double major in X and Y (with X as the main major) but not in Y and X (with Y as the main major).

	Pre-conditions
	The user must be logged in under a Department Head account.
The user must have previously created at least one degree program, to edit.

	The information for the degree program will be updated and will be immediately available for all students.
