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Client Description:

There must be a way to edit the information about a course, such as its title, prefix and number, description, prerequisites, number of credits, quarters and years the course will be offered, and whether or not there is a corresponding lab course.

Note: there are seven separate fields covered by this use case; it is intended that these fields will be manipulated as a single entity and thus fall under a single use case.

	This will allow a department head to modify a course’s title, prefix and number, description, prerequisites, number of credits, quarters and years the course will be offered, and whether or not there is a corresponding lab course.

	Basic Flow
	1. Right-click on a course name in a course listing or schedule.

2. Select “Edit Course Information”.

3. The user will be given a form with a text box or other input object for each field, filled initially with the data currently stored in the system.

4. The user will make adjustments and click the “OK” button.

5. The system will direct the user to a message confirming that the changes have been successfully made.

	Alternate Flows
	· If the course specified is not in the user’s department, an error will be displayed and the user will not be taken to the information form.

· If the current information for the course is unavailable, a warning will be displayed and the form will be initially blank.

· If the data is invalid (i.e., it is 2002 and the user enters 2102 for the year), an error message will be displayed and the user will be returned to the form until valid data is entered.

· If the user clicks the “Cancel” button, the user will be returned to the form they were viewing before selecting “Edit Course Information”.
