	Basic Flow
	1. The Department Head logs in under their Department Head account and selects “Switch Between Course and Degree Editing” (see this specific use case) in the user interface from a button or menu item.

2. The Department Head then selects the degree program they wish to edit from the GUI and selects the “Edit Degree Program” (see this specific use case) option.

3. The Department Head then select the “Edit List of Technical Electives” option and is given a list of all courses currently in the system.

4. The Department Head then selects the courses he/she wish to allow to be used as technical electives. The Department Head will be given tools to allow him/her to select multiple courses at a time (all math courses for example) to speed the process.
