	Name of Use Case
	Load Schedule

	Brief Description
	This use case describes the steps to load a previously saved schedule scenario so it can be edited and viewed within the program.

	Actors
	Student. Advisor.

	Basic Flow
	1. The actor selects “Load Schedule” in the user interface from a button or menu item.
2. A standard Windows “Open File” dialogue box appears. The default directory is whichever directory the user last opened a saved file from and by default only schedule files are displayed.

3. The user selects the file they wish to view and hits load.

4. The program opens the main viewing/editing window and displays the selected schedule.

	Alternate Flows
	· If the user selects “Load Schedule” then decides not to load a schedule, he/she hits the cancel button and is taken back to whatever screen he/she was previously looking at.
· If the file selected is not a valid schedule file or is corrupted, a dialogue box will inform the user of this and the user will be taken to whatever screen he/she was previously looking at.

	Pre-conditions
	The user must have a saved schedule file somewhere on his/her hard drive.
The user must be logged onto the system.

	Post-conditions
	The user will be in the viewing/editing screen of the program with the schedule he/she selected loaded.
