	Brief Description
	This use case describes how an administrator such as a Department Head or the Registrar would use the system to remove a Course.

	Actors
	Department Head

	Basic Flow
	1. The Department Head selects “Remove Course” in the user interface from a button or menu item.

2. The system prompts the administrator to specify which course to remove.

3. The Department Head selects “OK” and the course is removed from the data-base of classes that students and the system can choose from when scheduling.

	Alternate Flows
	· If invalid class is selected or an error occurs in the process of removing the class, the class will not be removed and the administrator will be notified via a pop-up window of the nature of the problem.

	Pre-conditions
	The Department Head must be logged in under an administrator account and be in the Degree Program Selection Screen.

	Post-conditions
	The course will be removed from the data-base and students can no longer add it to their own schedules.

	System or Subsystem
	

	Other stakeholders
	Students. Advisors. Although neither of these stakeholders can use this option, it effects them as it alters their scheduling options.

	Special requirements
	Removing a course from this system would have to be done concurrently with the Banner Web system. Some amount of coordination between the two efforts would be required to ensure that both Banner and this system can recognize the changes.
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
