	Save Degree Program

	Brief Description
	This use case describes the steps a Department Head takes to save the changes he/she has made to a degree program and make them available for all the users of the system.

	Actors
	Department Head.

	Basic Flow
	1. The Department Head logs in under their Department Head account and selects “Switch Between Course and Degree Editing” (see this specific use case) in the user interface from a button or menu item.

2. The Department Head then selects the degree program they wish to edit from the GUI and selects the “Edit Degree Program” (see this specific use case) option.

3. The Department Head makes any changes to the degree program (the possible actions which the user may take here are listed in the “Edit Degree Program” screen/box in the Use Case Model diagram).

4. The Department Head then select the “Save” option and is given a confirmation dialogue asking if he/she is really finished editing the degree program.

5. The Department Head is taken back to the Degree Program Selection Screen (see Use Case Model).

	Alternate Flows
	· If there is any type of I/O error in the save process (for some reason the new data cannot be integrated into the system) the Department Head will be notified and the system will send a notification to the administrator that an error occurred.

	Pre-conditions
	The user must be logged in under a Department Head account.

The user must have previously created at least one degree program and made changes to it.

	The information for the degree program will be updated and will be immediately available for all students.
