	Brief Description
	If permitted, the advisor will be allowed to view the system as the student would, except that the advisor will not have permission to modify anything that will be retained beyond the termination of the user’s session.

	Advisor

	Basic Flow
	1. The user will enter a student’s username or ID (or will select it from a list of students)

2. The system will log in to the student’s account with read-only access.

	Alternate Flows
	· If the username or user ID is not found, an error message to that effect will be displayed.

· If the student selected does not belong to the advisor that is logged in, an error message will be displayed and the user will not be given access to the information.

· If the student has not given permission for his or her advisor to view the information, an error message will be displayed and the user will not be given access.

	Pre-conditions
	The user must have completed the Log On use case as an advisor.

	Post-conditions
	The user will be directed to the same screen that the student would be had the student logged in, except that the user will not be permitted to change anything that would be retained beyond the termination of the user’s session.
