The user should have a variety of ways to view their schedule. Because of speed concerns, these should not be graphically intensive. However, since most students have faster machines, it may be worthwhile to create a graphical “flow-chart” view of the schedule so the student can see pre-requisites and other relationships between the courses that they will be taking

	1. The actor selects “Switch Schedule View” in the user interface from a button or menu item.
2. If the user is currently viewing his/her schedule in “Calendar” mode (where courses are listed in blocks by quarter and year—see user interface prototype for specifics) then he/she will be switched to “Flow-Chart” mode (where classes will be displayed as “bubbles” with arrows connecting pre-requisites to each other).

3. Similarly, if the user is in “Flow-Chart” mode he/she will be switched to “Calendar” mode.
