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Client Description:

Some classes, called electives can be filled with one or many different class options.  This system function will allow the user to view all classes that may be substituted for the randomly selected course.

	Name of Use Case
	View Class Substitutes

	Brief Description
	Elective courses may be filled with a variety of classes that the student must choose.  The system will generate a random class to fill the schedule and will highlight the class in a special color to indicate it is an elective.  The person may then select a different class to be taken in its place using this use case.

	Actors
	Student, Advisor

	Basic Flow
	1. Right click on the class title in the schedule display.

2. Select “View Class Substitute”.

3. The screen displays all class substitutes available during the same quarter.

4. Click on the option to be selected.

5. Return to the schedule display view, where the original class is replaced with the new class.

	Alternate Flows
	· If no substitutes are available the “View Class Substitute” option will not be available on the right click menu bar.

· If another class is not selected the original class will remain in the schedule display view.

· If a prerequisite is required for the course and the student has not completed the course an error message will be displayed but the user will still be allowed to select the class.

	Pre-conditions
	For this use case to occur, the student must have already completed the Login use case, and have generated a schedule.

Also, student information must be in the Banner Web interface.

	Post-conditions
	The student will be brought to the main schedule editing/viewing screen of the user interface.
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
