1. Use the same system as for HW 6 last week:  Unzip and review the contents of the file scheduleGenerator.rar, which is also in the Homework directory.  This is java source code, for a system that builds a schedule for people doing special activities at Dr. Defoe’s church.
2. Your job is to assess parts of this system according to the Cohesion and Coupling principles:
a. Identify where in the program at least four of the seven types of coupling are used!  Other than “No Coupling,” the last one.  (See Session-24-CouplingCohesion-Recap.pptx for the descriptions of these.)  
b. In a sentence for each of these, say whether you believe they are good or bad aspects of the program design, and why.
c. [bookmark: _GoBack]Identify where in the program at least four of the seven types of cohesion are used!  (See Session-24-CouplingCohesion-Recap.pptx for the descriptions of these.)
d. In a sentence for each of these, say whether you believe they are good or bad aspects of the program design, and why.
e. Describe two places in the program where a Command-Query combination is used.  Argue in one case why these two should be separated, and in the other place why they should be left together.
