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1 Introduction

2 Test Items

This is a high-level list of components that are addressed by this plan:

· Software Release – this is the primary focus of the testing plan and will be addressing the current release.
· Bug Fixes – as of this release, no bugs have been discovered.
· Distribution media – Testing has been deferred to a later date.

· End-User Documents – No user documentation available for Rosey Calendar at this time.
3 Features to be Tested

The following features will be tested in order to ensure compliance with the specifications outlined in the Requirements Documents.
· insert command – create a new appointment in the calendar

· change command – modify an existing appointment

· delete command – remove an appointment

· print command – display appointments within a specified date and time range

· quit command – exit  the application

· It should not be possible to enter appointments for dates in the past.

· It should be possible to enter more than one appointment for the same date and time.

· It should be possible to print all appointments for any reasonable range of dates and times, including the past.

· Each user's appointments should be kept in a simple ASCII file.

4 Features not to be Tested

The following features will not be tested for this release
· Data-backup system will not be tested

· Performance will not be tested

5 Approach


The Rosey Calendar will be tested in two ways, specific feature testing and regression testing.  Each type will be described in this section.

5.1 – Feature Testing

All features outlined in Section 3 will be tested for correctness.  Both valid and invalid invocations will be tested.


5.2 – Regression Testing

No regression is planned for the current release.  Tests will be properly documented so that future testing can easily incorporate correct regression testing.

6 Pass/Fail Criteria

Pass/fail requirements for individual test cases will be included as the expected results in the test case specifications.  100% of all test cases will need to pass for the overall pass/fail criteria to be met and for the project to exit the testing phase.

7 Suspension Criteria and Resumption Requirements


If the software is non-functional, testing will be suspended until functionality has returned.  If bugs prevent more than 50% of the test plan, testing will be suspended until these bugs have been removed.

8 Test Deliverables


The following items are the products of the software testing phase:

· This test plan

· A requirements traceability matrix

· Test specification document

· Test result reports

· Bug reports
