Test Items

Pass/Fail Criteria

If the test case requires a particular output, and it fails to return said output, then the test is a failure.  If the test case does not require an output, another function will be used that will determine if the test passes or fails, under the assumption that the function used to test the result works on its own.

The test cases will be considered successful once the program has passed once.  All test must be run at least once on every build and before release, 100% of all tests must be passed.
