	Document clearly describes the overall process followed, including preprocessing, feature extraction, classification, and post-processing, as appropriate. All details are included.

	Document clearly describes the key challenges faced in implementing the project and evaluates the lessons learned from each challenge.

	Writing mechanics  (x3)
	Document is free of errors in spelling, grammar and punctuation. Passive voice not abused.
