Week 6/7: Perform a mini-literature review to see what research has been done on the topic. Good places to search: 

Journals: Pattern Recognition, Pattern Recognition Letters, IEEE Transactions on Image Processing, IEEE Transactions on Pattern Analysis and Machine Intelligence

Conference Proceedings: ICME (IEEE Int’l Conf. on Multimedia & Expo), CVPR (IEEE Conference on Computer Vision and Pattern Recognition), ICPR (International Conference on Pattern Recognition), ICCV (International Conference on Computer Vision).

Textbooks: I have a few in my personal library you may borrow.

Week 8: Plan for the next 2 weeks of work. If images are needed, an initial set should be collected by now and preliminary experiments done to test viability of method.
