Note:  it's perfectly fine to adopt an easily recognized system to highlight key results in your journal, which take the place of a separate document describing Milestones.  Please make this clear, and be sure you've covered the territory desired for a Milestone - e.g., what you accomplished in the code.

Here's what we are looking for in this second milestone your project - in a document "Milestone 2" that summarizes what you did this week:

1. With any luck, you already have a variety of “bad smells” in the code you are maintaining, and you have recorded these in your journal. If not, start with that.  
2. Check the slides from last week and the more in-depth material this week, for a recommended remedy for each.
3. Discuss in your journal whether or not to do that!  E.g., not every long method needs fixing.
4. If you don’t want to refactor, describe what you would have done!
5. Make the changes, and test if they worked
6. Show them to a colleague, and get their feedback
(like a code review, only probably less formal)
7. Describe in the short document, say what you were able to accomplish (in summary, as opposed to the blog-nature of the journal)
8. In that Milestone 2 document, describe how you are testing the refactorings you are doing (along with everything else you’re changing).

As before, the rest of this milestone is really the work you put in your journal.  See the comments at the end of that document, specifically about Week 2.
