Here's what we are looking for in this sixth milestone your project - in a document "Milestone 6" that summarizes what you did this time. Try to summarize any of the following topics, from this week, that are appropriate to the work you just did:
· For testing, find at least one “seam” in your code, where testing requires invoking something external.
· Find a way to unit-test, without changing the code in your regular system!
· For enhancements, find at least one “seam” in your code, where an enhancement could be made with little or no changes to existing code.
· Describe how these went. 
· Pick one of the tactics from Ch 6 in Feathers, which looks like it would relate to your project, and study it. Then,
· Use that technique in making changes to your code.
· Pick a small sampling of the techniques from Ch 7-23, read about these and then try applying them.
· Write about applying these as you go, in your journal.
· Pick three of Feathers’ Ch 25 techniques
· Discuss how those would apply to your project (or did apply, if you already used them!)
· Describe how you actually implemented at least one
· Find a set of mock objects for the language you are using, and describe how they might be used
