Lab Equipment
The department provides 24 docking stations distributed across the department lounges. The lounges also have two Windows graphics workstations, a Linux graphics workstation, and an Apple Mac Pro. There are three Linux servers accessible over the network available to Computer Science and Software Engineering students. A new Operating Systems/Computer Security lab contains 12 HP workstations which provide a safe “sandbox” computing environment, enabling students to investigate operating systems and computer security issues without affecting the rest of the campus network. In addition, the Imaging Systems Laboratory (an interdisciplinary laboratory jointly operated by the Departments of Computer Science and Software Engineering, Electrical and Computer Engineering, Mathematics, and Physics and Optical Engineering) contains six SGI workstations, two Pentium-based workstations, and an iMac.
Student Organizations

The student chapter of the ACM (Association for Computing Machinery) holds several meetings each year. It sponsors a variety of seminars and field trips, as well as a programming team. Rose-Hulman is home to the first chapter of Upsilon Pi Epsilon (UPE, the computer science honorary society) chartered in Indiana. gEECS, Girls in ECE and CSSE, provides a venue for the women students in Electrical & Computer Engineering and Computer Science & Software Engineering to come together to socialize and discuss matters of concern to women in the computing field.
