· “Math mistakes” means simple algebra mistakes or not carrying a minus sign or mistakes of that nature. See if you can come up with a plan to avoid making similar mistakes on future exams.
· “Partial or Missing knowledge” means that you knew some or none of the material to solve the problem, but because you didn’t understand what was necessary, there were major holes in your solution. See if you can identify what parts you know and which are missing and develop a plan for getting that knowledge. 
· “Misinterpreted question” means that you did not read the instructions or question correctly and so your work may be correct, but you solved the wrong problem. Think about a method that you can use to better understand the question before starting the solution.
· “Wrong procedure” means that you applied a procedure that worked correctly for a similar problem but didn’t work for this problem. See if you can identify where it went wrong and what the correct procedure would be for that problem.
