Objectives:
This is an introductory course that examines the interactions between design and manufacturing from the designer’s point of view.  Common manufacturing processes will be introduced and design guidelines will be developed for each process.  The successful student will develop a basic understand of the impact his or her design decisions will have on those who attempt to make the product. 
Prerequisite: 
The prerequisite for this course is Graphical Communications.  It is assumed that you are able to interpret mechanical part drawings.  It is also assumed that you can create and print mechanical part drawings using CAD software.
