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1. A good start, but I need to scrub the homework, I think.

2. The biggest thing I need to do is level the playing field for the students – no more students who have completed Aero Design!

3. I would like to consider putting performance before stability & control.

4. I would very much like to build gliders and experiment with stability and control.

5. I thought I could ease off on aerodynamics, but the students were very weak there.

6. MS Flight Simulator has good potential – I liked the turn rate for different bank angles and velocities.  I should add climb rates (see Baughn & Wolf paper).  Glide range was pretty good, but need to get a really lousy airplane to illustrate the difference (i.e., 2-32 vs Concorde).

7. Some/many of the power point handouts were good summaries – maybe too good.  I want the students to summarize for themselves.

8. Knowledge Items – this will help students know what to summarize.

9. Evals – 13/14 responded, 4.54 average.  I feel very happy about that.

10. 6/13 wrote comments, all favorable – learned a lot, liked text, liked history, favorite prof, great enthusiasm, outstanding job, forces you to do hard work, great guy, excellent prof, fair man, excellent prof, learned more than in all other classes combines.
11. Clearly my shortcoming was getting HW graded!!! No grader available last year, hove one for next year.
