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Medical Policies

Rose-Hulman Institute of Technology does not cover medical expenses for student-athletes.  The University does provide athletic training services and NCAA athletic injury insurance in addition to the accident/illness insurance offered to all Rose-Hulman Institute of Technology students.  Please carefully review the policies listed in this section and adhere to all established procedures.

Medical Clearance for Participation

In order for a student-athlete to participate in any practice or competition, the following must be on file with the Athletic Training Staff; RHIT medical entrance physical form, health history questionnaire, and Student-Athlete Insurance form. In addition all student-athletes must have a physical performed by the athletic training staff and team physician/physicians assistant. A Rose-Hulman Institute of Technology student who meets eligibility requirements may try-out for a Rose-Hulman Athletics team after confirmation by the athletic training staff that the student has turned in the Primary Insurance form and has a RHIT entrance physical on file in the Athletic Training room. Medical clearance is the responsibility of the team physician/physician’s assistant. 

Injury Care and Physician Referrals

Injured student-athletes should report to the Athletic Training Staff for evaluation as soon as possible. After evaluating the injured athlete, the athletic training staff will refer the student-athlete to the appropriate medical resources. Physician referrals for athletic injuries are at the discretion of the athletic training staff.  If the student-athlete decides to see a physician without a referral from the athletic training staff then they will be responsible for all expenses incurred. The participation status of an injured athlete will be determined by the RHIT team physician and the athletic training staff and communicated to the coaches. An athletic training staff member is available at most practices and can be reached in the office from 9:00am to 11:30am and 1:00pm to 6:00pm. Rehabilitation

Any athlete who is injured should be on a rehabilitation program to return them to athletic participation as efficiently and as safely as possible. The athletic training staff member working with each sport will develop and oversee each athlete's rehabilitation progression. Some athletes will also work with another staff member who is a certified athletic trainer.
Insurance and Medical Expenses

Rose-Hulman Institute of Technology Athletics provides a secondary athletic injury insurance policy for every intercollegiate student-athlete. The parental/individual insurance is the primary source of payment. Medical expenses acquired due to athletic injury will be billed to the athlete’s personal insurance policy first. If there is a balance remaining, that balance will be submitted to the secondary insurance for consideration of payment. This secondary insurance covers injuries that occur during official, supervised practices or games. The secondary insurance will not pay for pre-existing injuries or conditions, conditions that result from athletic participation, injuries occurring outside the academic year, medical conditions, illness or non-athletic injury as well as any injury sustained during unsupervised athletic event, such as pick-up games, captains’ practices, or intramural sports. Do not assume all medical expenses will be covered; out of pocket expenses may occur
